Sometimes getting started is the hardest step.

Speaking of steps, there are some significant steps to the
forgiveness, steps that seem to merge together in the ac
itself. First, we start with the head. We must understand
what actually went on that led to the injury. This is a stey
of intellectual understanding of the situation, to understar
exactly what happened from as many angles as possible
This is important because we jump to the corresponding
emotion too quickly before processing what happened.

That emotion is usually anger, but it could also be grief.

Today we try to think in terms of two seasons: Lent,
and the very short season of the Triduum. Easter st
a separate 50 day season of feasting to more than
compensate for the 40 days of fasting during Lent.
in all, we will spend more than 90 days reflecting on
the Paschal Mystery of the dying and rising of Jesus
going from the ashes of Ash Wednesday, through th
baptismal waters of Easter, to the fire of Pentecost.
another time | will write about the details of the
Triduum.

Usually we plan to fast from something during Lent.
The readings of Ash Wednesday, and the teachings
Jesus do not put fasting in isolation. It is always
connected with prayer and almsgiving. We fast fromn
something, use the time and money we had spend
doing that to pray more and give what we are saving
the poor. We might be induced to be generous over
and above that. From what should we fast? Many
people give up candy, alcohol, smoking and the like
Those are fine, and often valuable things to fast fron
But we can also fast from TV, video games, gossip,
speeding, procrastination.
