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This week I am on a silent retreat with 
my community, the Companions of Christ, 
and transmitting this article via email.  I 
know, I probably shouldnõt be checking 
email while on retreat, but I also wanted to 
write a bulletin article about some of the 
things we were discussing.  This morning we 

had a very good discussion on the Lordõs Prayer, and I 
would like to focus on the line, òForgive us our trespasses 
as we forgive those who trespass against us.ó 
 

Often we make this into a conditional act of 
forgiveness, that God will not forgive us if we do not 
forgive others.  Rather, this line is an encouragement to 
us to imitate God in His mercy, that He is forgiving us 
as we forgive others.  This act of forgiving others opens 
us to Divine Mercy.  Forgiving others is a God-like 
thing to do, because thatõs what He always does. 
 

This act of forgiving is one of the several petitions in 
the Lordõs Prayer.  Overall the Lordõs Prayer comes 
from the heart of Jesus, that as we pray it, we are 
growing closer to our heavenly Father.  I have 
remarked before that Christianity is the only religion 
on earth that dares to call God Father.  Furthermore, 
we are imitating Jesus Christ when we call God Father, 
for that is how He addressed Him.  In doing so, we are 
participating in the mission of Christ: to make us 
children of our heavenly Father and to bring us to our 
heavenly home.  That is the simplest way we can state 
the mission of the Messiah.  In the tradition of the 
Church, the mission has always been stated as òall 
things for the glory of God and the salvation of souls.ó  
Christ came to do this: Christ came.  God bent down to 
lowly and sinful humanity, and the second person of 

the Trinity chose to become one of us.  When we pray 
the Lordõs Prayer, we recognize this fact, that God 
wishes to break into the world and into our hearts.  He 
wishes to replace the kingdom of sin and selfishness 
that we have created in our hearts with His kingdom.  
Therefore, when we forgive others, we are replacing 
that kingdom in our hearts with His. 
 

Forgiveness is a very difficult thing.  The level of 
difficultly corresponds to the injury and to how badly 
we feel hurt.  These are two separate things: sometimes 
the injury is slight and we are greatly hurt because the 
injury touched a deeper wound.  At other times the 
injury is great and the pain is great.  In either case, 
forgiveness can be very difficult.  If you find yourself 
unable to forgive, then pray for the grace to forgive.  
Forgiveness is a process that may have to be repeated 
several times (hundreds of times?) a day.  And each 
time you forgive, you participate in the very life of God, 
who always and continually forgives. 
 

What if the other person doesnõt think he or she needs 
forgiveness?  Forgive them anyway.  The response of 
the person isnõt your responsibility.  The very act of 
forgiveness benefits you first.  It sets you free from the 
prison of hurt and anger.  Only secondarily can it 
benefit the one who may receive the forgiveness. 
 

I do not believe that forgiveness means forgetting.  We 
humans cannot do that.  Also we must not forget so 
that the injury may never be repeated in our lives.  
Forgiveness means simply letting go of a past injury, 
and it may be something to do over and over again.  
And each time we forgive, the Kingdom of God takes 
reign in our hearts.

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As you know, this year (since some 
time in June) has been proclaimed the 
Year of the Priest. The parish in my 
home town has invited me back to 
celebrate the Eucharist and to talk a bit 
about priesthood.  My home town and 
the parish there were nearly the same ð 
very few residents were not practicing 
Catholics as I grew up.  The parish was begun in 1859 
with the city incorporating some 45 years later.  While 
there were quite a few religious sisters coming from the 
parish, it turned 125 years old without having had a 
priest ordained from the parish. This was mentioned 
from the pulpit from time to time, and we were aware we 
were using more priest resources than we were giving.  As 
I was thinking about becoming a priest, this weighed a bit 
on my mind.  I didnõt want to go to seminary and then 
decide not to become a priest.  I was also aware that my 
large extended family did not have a priest or religious in 
it either.  In some ways I was putting undue pressure on 
myself in this decision, wanting to be absolutely sure 
before I started down that path. 
 

It turned out that someone else went to seminary and 
was ordained first.  When I was ordained seven years 
later, he had already left ministry.  I sometimes 
wondered whether the powers that be at the seminary 
were wondering whether anything good could come 
from St. Boni.  But I was ordained, we had a wonderful 
celebration, and, as I close in on 18 years as a priest, 
certainly find it to be a rich and fulfilling life.  I believe 
God is helping me along the way. 
 

Iõve asked a few people what I should talk about this 
week as I return to my home parish.  Responses range 
from òtell them Jesus loves themó to òtalk about how 
you work in family and stories of growing up into your 
homilies.ó  Iõm still not sure exactly what I will say, but 
I think it will have to connect to how vocations are 
fostered in parishes and families.  I recall how 
important it was for people from my family and home 
parish to support me in this.  People pointed out gifts I 
had that would be useful as a priest.  They saw 
something in me that they wanted to see in a priest, 
and sometimes without knowing that I was thinking of 
becoming a priest, they encouraged me into that 
vocation. The scheduled daily reading for Thursday, 
when I will be giving this talk, is about Jesus sending 
out the disciples two by two.  Iõm thinking that the 
support of the people might be that second one that is 
being sent out. 
 

Thank you for the support you give priests, and the 
concern you show for us.  Obviously our cluster, five 
parishes with two priests, is a sign that more priests 
would be welcome.  You never know who might be 
watching for an encouraging word to help in moving 
toward a religious vocation.  Letõs continue to pray for 
vocations to priesthood and religious life, and also put 
it before our younger half of the population as a 
possibility to consider.  I donõt know how many people 
should be priests, but more should put it on the 
horizon as a possibility. 
 

This weekend we will be showing a video about the 
Catholic Services Appeal, what many of us still might 
call the Annual Archbishopõs Appeal.  The name was 
changed last year to better reflect what the appeal is 
about: it does not provide money to the Archbishop, 
but it does help the Catholic Church perform services 
to provide for the physical, educational and spiritual 
needs in our Archdiocese that no one parish can do by 
itself.  In the coming week many of you will receive 
some material from the Archdiocese about this 
collection as well, and on the weekend of Feb 13-14 we 
will begin to collect the pledge cards for it. 
 

Lent begins with Ash Wednesday on February 17 ð 
just about 10 days away. Easter is April 4th this year.  
Full schedules of Lenten services will be available soon.
