This Sunday goes by many names.  It is 
called the Sunday in the Octave of Easter, 
Low Sunday, and most recently, Divine 
Mercy Sunday.  The latter comes from a 
devotion originating from a vision by  
Sr. Faustina Kowalska in 1931.  She had a 
vision of Jesus with two rays emanating 
from his heart, one red and one white.  
The two rays denote Blood and Water. The white ray 
stands for the Water which makes souls righteous. The 
red ray stands for the Blood which is the life of souls. 
The message of Divine Mercy is nothing new, but is a 
reminder of what the Church has always taught 
through scripture and tradition: that God is merciful 
and forgiving and that we, too, must show mercy and 
forgiveness.  While I wish it were set for some day 
other than the octave of Easter, the scripture we hear 
about passing on the ability to forgive sins makes it a 
suitable day as well. 
 

Devotion to The Divine Mercy involves a total 
commitment to God as Mercy. It is a decision to trust 
completely in Him, to accept His mercy with 
thanksgiving, and to be merciful as He is merciful. In 
order to say a chaplet, use a rosary, and say these prayers: 
 

1. Begin with the Sign of the Cross, 1 Our Father,  
    1 Hail Mary and The Apostles Creed. 
 

2. Then on the Our Father Beads say the following: 
     Eternal Father, I offer You the Body and Blood,  
     Soul and Divinity of Your dearly beloved Son,  
     Our Lord Jesus Christ, in atonement for our sins 
     and those of the whole world. 
3. On the 10 Hail Mary Beads say the following: 
     For the sake of His sorrowful Passion, have mercy  
     on us and on the whole world. 
                        (Repeat step 2 and 3 for all five decades). 

4. Conclude with (three times): 
     Holy God, Holy Mighty One, Holy Immortal One,  
     have mercy on us and on the whole world. 
 

When Sr. Faustina died in 1938, this form of prayer 
was already starting to gain momentum.  Sr. Faustina 
was canonized as a saint on April 30, 2000 by fellow 
countryman, Pope John Paul II. 
 

Thank you to everyone who participated in and 
assisted with the liturgies for Holy Week.  It takes 
many people to make it all work, and Iõm grateful for 
your part in it. 
 

On April 19th Pope Benedict XVI will observe five years 
as Pope.  Even in the best of times this is a burdensome 
responsibility.  Of the 265 popes, 45 have reigned for 
less than a year.  The Knights of Columbus have 
produced a prayer card for the Holy Father.  A small 
number are available in the back of church.  In part the 
prayer reads, òLord, source of eternal life and truth, 
give to your shepherd, Benedict, a spirit of courage and 
right judgment, a spirit of knowledge and love.  By 
governing with fidelity those entrusted to his care, may 
he, as successor to the Apostle Peter and Vicar of 
Christ, build your Church into a sacrament of unity, 
love and people for all the world.  Amen.ó
