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During Easter Week and a few days following, 
April 5-13 I was on a pilgrimage to Italy.  Four 
parishioners from Miesville joined me on this 
Easter Week pilgrimage.  It was a spectacular 
time, filled with many graces, which we bring 
back to our family and friends.  You will hear me 

preaching about these experiences and talking about them 
in the weeks to come. 
 

The pilgrimage was surrounded by two very special 
images.  First, there was the image of Our Lady of 
Guadalupe, the original which resides in Mexico City and 
several of us visited in January of 2009.  In 1570 a replica of 
this image was painted and sent to King Philip II of Spain, 
who had this image placed in the flagship at the Battle of 
Lepanto.  If you recall from my previous articles and 
homilies, this was that decisive battle in 1571 at the Gulf of 
Corinth in Greece that stopped the invasion of the Ottoman 
Turks into Europe.  Pope St. Pius V realized that Europe 
was ill prepared to defeat them, so he had all of 
Christendom praying the Rosary for the defense of Europe.  
The battle was fought on October 7, 1571, and because of the 
victory through the intercession of the Blessed Mother, that 
day was named as the Feast day of Our Lady of the Rosary.  
The image of Our Lady of Guadalupe was eventually 
brought to a small town in the mountains of northern Italy 
called Santo Stefano dõAveto.  We had the privilege to visit 
this town in the beautiful mountains and to pray before this 
image. 
 

Then we drove to Turin to see the other image, the Holy 
Shroud of Turin.  This was the burial cloth that covered the 
Savior when He was buried.  An image of His battered body 
was miraculously printed onto the cloth.  (Personally, I 
believe that this relic of our Savior is indeed authentic, 
despite the scientific studies done recently.  I find too much 
evidence proving the authenticity of the Shroud.)  I only had 

a few minutes to pray before the image, and what I heard in 
my heart was a quote from the Bible, òWhy do you seek the 
living among the dead?  He is not here, but has risenó (Luke 
24:5).  I felt quite at peace and went away to pray for a 
longer time before the Blessed Sacrament in a nearby 
adoration chapel.  One of the quotes I heard recently 
explained the Shroud in this way: that the Holy Cross 
received Christ alive and returned Him dead, but the 
Shroud received Him dead and returned Him alive.  I found 
the Shroud a wonderful connection between Good Friday 
and Easter Sunday through the silence of Holy Saturday.  
The Shroud recalls Good Friday when we examine the 
image of a crucified man, Holy Saturday by the sobering 
silence of a man entombed, and Easter Sunday by the lack of 
a body present with the Shroud.  It was truly a moving and 
beautiful experience. 
 

Of course we did the other things in Rome, such as seeing 
the wonderful holy sites, attending an audience with the 
Pope, touring the Vatican Museums and staring at the 
Sistine Chapel, eating pasta, pizza, and gelato, and drinking 
a lot of wine and cappuccinos.  I will share more about these 
images and about some of the mediations I had during this 
pilgrimage in the bulletin articles to follow.  It was my joy to 
remember all of you in my prayers at all these holy sites, and 
thank you for your prayers for me.

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Iõm trying to clear the desk after Easter, 
getting my taxes done and finding all sorts 
of events, half-finished ideas, and 
weddings waiting in the wings.  This 
weekõs article will be eclectic at best. 
 

The Archdiocesan planning process 
continues to move ahead.  At this time the 
task force is meeting with various deaneries who are 
presenting plans the priests have put together at the 
deanery level (for us, that is everything from Hastings 
to Pine Island on the east side of U.S. 52 to the 
Wisconsin border, including Hampton and Coates).  
These plans are include ideas about working together 
more effectively to bring the faith to the people, to 
address Catholic schools, sacraments for all people, 
addressing the needs of the poor and marginalized, and 
to be fiscally responsible.  Fr. Jay Kythe and I presented 
our deaneryõs plan back in February.  In May or early 
June there will be some open meetings where the task 
force will present what they have heard as a result of 
the meetings, without specific recommendations.  This 
will be to verify that they have understood correctly 
what is most important or would be most helpful in 
this process.  The task force hopes to have a list of 
recommendations to the Archbishop by the end of 
June.  In August or September there will be some 
meetings with leadership in those parishes most 
affected, and in October the plan is scheduled to be 
announced.  Decisions and recommendations made will 
be implemented in stages, some happening several 
years later.  Please keep praying for this process, and do 
so with the entire local Church ð the Archdiocese ð in 
mind.  Not everyone will be happy with the result of 
this process, at least not initially, because there will be 
clustering of parishes, merging of schools, and even 
closing of parishes in some cases.  There are personnel 
(priest shortage) and financial reasons for all this, and 
the goal is to help us all do a better job of passing on 
the faith in our communities. 
 
 

Either this weekend or next you will find a summary 
report of the parish size, baptisms, weddings, debts, 
income, etc.  While most parishes publish a much more 
detailed financial report in the fall, some have not.  This 
is an attempt by the Archdiocese to have clear and 
consistent communication with each parish about 
their size, activity, and financial status. 
 

On Thursday, April 22, at 7:00 pm at St. Dominicõs 
Church in Northfield, Fr. Tad Pacholczyk, the director 
of education for the National Bioethics Center, will 

speak on the science and ethics of stem cells and 
cloning.  Fr. Tad Pacholczyk ( Paðhole-check) is only 
38, but has earned a doctorate in neuroscience from 
Yale University, four undergraduate degrees -- in 
molecular and cellular biology, chemistry, biochemistry 
and philosophy --and two degrees in advanced 
theology from the Pontifical Gregorian University in 
Rome.  I encourage you to go to see him.  I have heard 
him speak twice, and am amazed at how he is able to 
take a complex scientific and ethical topic and make it 
all very understandable.  He will explain the 
possibilities of stem cell research, and the ethical and 
non-ethical ways this can be done per Catholic 
teaching.  This talk is free and open to the public.  A 
free-will offering will be accepted. 
 

Thank you to all who attended the Late Night 
Catechism play in Hastings last weekend.  It was a fun 
night, and great to see several parishes working 
together on a fundraiser ð and one that brought in 
people from outside those parishes as well.  Iõm sure it 
is everyoneõs hope that we can have fewer, more 
effective and less time-consuming fundraisers as we go 
on.  I would hope that each parish also retain at least 
one big event that helps build community as well.  
 

As many of you know, each permanent altar has an 
altar stone with the relic of a saint embedded in it.  
During the stripping of the altar after the Holy 
Thursday services at St. John the Baptist in Vermillion, 
I discovered the relic there is that of St. John Vianney, 
the patron saint of parish priests.  Iõm trying to find 
what all the other churches have, and hope to write a 
bit about that in the future.   

Happy Easter everyone!  The Lord is Risen!  
 

At the Easter Vigil two people were welcomed into the 
Catholic Church in our area.  Paul Yang is from 
Vermillion, he and Katie have two children, Ty and 
Devon.
