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The Easter season is definitely the season for 
sacraments.  On Sunday April 18 my two 
parishes celebrated the sacrament of 
Confirmation at the Cathedral of Saint Paul.  
It was a beautiful ceremony, and I saw our 
youth embracing this sacrament with an open 

heart.  I will never forget how one youth was weeping 
before, during, and after receiving confirmation, filled 
with great emotion and tears of joy.  The archbishop 
mentioned at times how this sacrament is not graduation.  
Sometimes people think of this sacrament as the 
conclusion of faith formation program and therefore they 
do not need to go to Church anymore.  In fact, it is quite 
the opposite!  Filled with the Holy Spiritñand 
remembering that to whom more is given, more is 
requiredñthose who have received all the sacraments of 
initiation must fulfill their Christian duty and go to Mass 
every Sunday, go to confession regularly, give of their 
time, talent, and treasure, and pray to grow in the love of 
the Lord.  I am very proud of our youth!  As I have gotten 
to know them, I see a deepening of faith in their lives and 
greater growth in maturity.  I pray that they may continue 
to grow in their faith. 
 

Our children are preparing to receive their First Holy 
Communion in the weeks to come.  This is always one of 
my favorite sacraments to give to our children.  They 
approach the Blessed Sacrament with awe and wonder 
and receive the Body and Blood of Christ.  I want to thank 
the parents of these First Communion candidates for 
being so proactive in their own faith so as to inspire their 
children.  These children look up to you as people to 
imitate, so if you are faithful and prayerful, they will be too. 
 

Next month we will be celebrating the sacrament of 

Holy Orders.  Men are being ordained to become 
transitional deacons and priests.  Please pray for them as 
they approach this new stage in their lives.  I remember 
being ordained in 2002 while the Boston scandals hit the 
airwaves.  Likewise, this is a difficult time for the Church 
in a similar way.  I recall walking down the aisle at the 
Cathedral of Saint Paul thinking that the Church is a 
bigger reality than sin and scandal, and I am entering into 
this.  May I never bring any scandal to the Church but 
may I defend her and help people come closer to God 
through her.  Our priests and deacons need our prayers, 
and we need to pray every day for more priests and deacons. 
 

Of course the wedding season is underway.  I am doing 
much marriage preparation these days for summertime 
weddings.  The main challenge of that day is to keep it 
focused on Christ, for the sacrament of matrimony makes 
the couple reflect Christõs love for His Church.  As you see 
the wedding banns printed in the bulletin, please pray for 
them as well. 
 

Talking about the sacraments, some people may have 
fallen out of the good habit of weekly Sunday Mass.  I 
urge you to keep trying to go every Sunday.  God asks for 
it in the Commandments, and we need the graces from 
Mass to help us survive in our crazy world.  Sunday Mass 
must be non-negotiable in your lives!  Not going to Sunday 
Mass is the surest way for spiritual death.  If the most 
important prayer and form of worship is ignored, why not 
ignore private prayer, reading the Bible, believing in God, 
etc?  Just being a òniceó and òfriendlyó person isnõt good 
enough.  We must be holy!  So I want to encourage you to 
learn more about the Mass and simply come and spend 
that time in prayer.  Christ comes to us!  Wouldnõt we 
want to be with Him?

Please submit bulletin announcements to your Parish Secretary by 10:00 am Tuesday. 
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We call this Sunday òGood Shepherd 
Sundayó because each year on the 4th 
Sunday of Easter we hear from the 10th 
chapter of the gospel according to John, 
wherein Jesus describes himself as the 
good shepherd, one whose sheep hear his 
voice, or he describes himself as the sheep 
gate, the one a person must go through to enter the 
sheepfold.  At the same time we hear readings from the 
Acts of the Apostles of how Jesus is the one that is the 
Messiah, the stone that was rejected by the builders, 
but has now become the cornerstone.  This year we 
hear that Jesusõ fold goes beyond the house of Israel to 
the Gentiles as well. 
 

On this Sunday this year we are also observing both 
World Vocations Sundays and having our annual 
collection for the Home Missions, those places in the 
United States where the Catholic Church is not very 
strong.  There are many places in America ð 
Appalachia, the Deep South, the Southwest, and the 
Rocky Mountains ð where the Catholic Church 
struggles just to keep parishes open and to educate 
children in the faith.  While we know a bit about priest 
shortage in our area, many other places are worse off, 
without Masses every Sunday.  I recall being at the 
Grand Canyon some years ago, and attending Mass 
there on Saturday evening.  The priest there invited me 
to stay with him at his parish ð 87 miles away in Utah.  
This 80 year old priest made the trip to the Grand 
Canyon every Saturday to offer Mass so his parish 
could get the collection from the tourists.  It was at 
least another 50 miles to a neighboring parish in Utah.  
On another trip, I was staying with friends, and they 
asked whether I could have Mass at their church that 
weekend ð because it wasnõt their turn to have Mass 
on Sunday.  This was in the southern part of the State 
of Washington.  While skiing at Big Sky some years 
ago, I took the 8:00 Mass there (we had to be out in 
time for the Presbyterians to have their service at 9:15) 
so their 83 year old pastor could sleep in before going 
to his other parish some 30 miles away. 
 
 

Iõm trying to pull together a number of ideas.  We 
need to help provide for the spiritual life of others in 
our country and throughout the world.  Some of that 
comes in the form of financial assistance ð for our own 
parishes and for those throughout the Archdiocese, and 
in the Home Mission parts of our land.  For some, it 
should also include consideration of dedicating oneõs 
life to service as a priest or religious.  As some of you 

are well aware, having stable leadership is very helpful 
to parishes, and it is very comforting to people to know 
their pastors, teachers and parish leaders know them.  
That gets easier to accomplish with a sufficient number 
of priests and religious.  And it is a fun, rich life.  I hope 
I show that I enjoy it.  Is it busy?  Of course.  Most 
rewarding lives are.  As we get things a bit more settled 
into the current configuration, Iõll be more organized, 
will be engaging more of you in the pastoral ministry, 
such as marriage preparation and some other areas, and 
I will have more time ð to visit the elderly or sick, to be 
with our youth, to have more time to myself.  And I 
hope that along the way, some others will be attracted 
to this wonderful life, and consider it for themselves.  
Iõve enjoyed everything Iõve done in my life: farming, 
being a student, working in the computer industry, and 
being a priest.  The last has been the best. 
 

We are in the midst of a flurry of First Communion 
Sundays and Confirmation celebrations.  A cluster of 
weddings and graduations are approaching as well.  
Please pray for those who are preparing for or have just 
received these Sacraments or honors.  These are best 
described as beginnings, or as the word graduation 
implies, moving on to another level ð certainly not an 
ending.  I think especially of those who have been 
confirmed: it is receiving the fullness of the Holy Spirit, 
and an adult response to the call to baptism.  It would 
be a serious sin to have renewed those vows and made 
that commitment with the thought in mind that they 
would not live it out.  It would be similar to a couple 
getting married with the intention of being unfaithful 
to each other.  We are witnesses ð to their actions, and by 
our actions.  Letõs support each other in all good things. 
 

Blessings on the farmers as they prepare and plant 
their fields, and letõs pray for their safety.  May the 
rains come at helpful times, and harvests be abundant 
and provide the necessary return on their investment 
and work.
