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Not too long ago I had the pleasure of seeing a 
movie with my dad.  It was the new Robin Hood 
movie, a nice manly film, gritty like Braveheart, 
perfect for a father and (older) son.  It was a 
fun movie, but I discovered that when we left 
the cinema, we didnõt really talk much about 

it.  We returned back to our life and our original 
conversation with ease.  I felt remotely disturbed by this 
experience, because I expect movies to take me away from 
my reality and when I return back to my world, I want to 
remain with the escape for just a little bit longer.  Robin 
Hood didnõt do that for me. 
 

Summertime is a time for many outdoor activities, but it is 
also a time for box office hits and blunders.  This 
experience made me reflect a bit about movies in general.  
It seems that so many movies coming out of Hollywood 
show us what weõve seen before and tell us what we already 
know. Some Catholic and Evangelical movies do the same.  
Now, thereõs nothing necessarily wrong with that. Itõs like 
listening to a preacher give the similar kind of homily 
Sunday after Sunday.  It gets old after a while, and the 
message (as well as the message of the Gospel) ends up 
doing little good.  Homilies should challenge, and when 
the person can listen to it and engage the message, 
homilies should change the person.  Likewise, I think 
movies should leave the person changed even just a little 
bit after the 120 minutes of escape is over. Not only should 
there be cinematic creativity but we should be able to enter 
into the characters and feel what they feel.  They should 
reveal a little something to us of ourselves.  They should be 
convincingly real, even if the plot is rather contrived. 
 

This is probably why Robin Hood didnõt stick with me, and 
a movie like Avatar did.  Avatar has been described as 

Pocahontas in space, using a tired old theme of falling in 
love between different cultures and races while one race is 
being oppressed.  However, the time and effort spent on 
the characterization pulled me in.  Although Avatar didnõt 
make it into my òtop tenó favorite movies of all time (it 
was weighted down with too much political correctness), 
I notice this element of characterization being rather 
central in great movies.  For example, The Passion of the 
Christ pulled me into the life of Christ and made me feel for 
the savior of the world.  Driving Miss Daisy made me delight 
in the characters, an unforgettable movie for me.  Ordinary 
People introduced me into the world of the psyche.  The 
series Band of Brothers brought me into the lives of men as 
they fought side by side in the trenches.  On the Waterfront 
showed me a heroic priest standing beside ordinary 
people fighting against the evil of injustice. 
 

Above all itõs the reason for the Incarnation.  Christ 
became one of us so that God would not be a stranger to 
all things human.  He engages us where we are at and 
then takes us somewhere else.  Likewise, we were created 
to engage one another in the world, not to slothfully 
remain couch potatoes watching things unfold on the òdo
-nothingó box.  We were created to enter into each otherõs 
hearts and not just to remain dispassionately separated 
and judging others from a distance.  Movies should do 
exactly that, help us enter into the human drama.  We 
should be thinking about the characters for hours or days 
after we leave a movie theater.  The scenery will fade from 
memory (as they do on vacations) but the human element 
will remain (as they do on memorable vacations).  It is this 
element that makes good movies great. 
 

Which movies do you think are great (and not just good)?  
Let me knowñIõd enjoy watching them with you.

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The next two Sundays we celebrate 
what have been called òDoctrinal 
Feasts.ó  Today is Holy Trinity Sunday, 
where we celebrate the nature and 
mystery of God.  We experience God as a 
community of Persons, the Father, Son 
and Holy Ghost.  Next weekend is the 
Feast of the Body and Blood of Christ, in which we 
reflect on the Eucharist in a special way. Some of you 
might remember it being called Corpus Christi, which 
is Latin for The Body of Christ.  This feast was 
instituted by Pope Urban IV in 1261, but it was about 
60 more years until it gathered momentum.  In many 
countries it is celebrated on a Thursday, but in the 
United States it was moved to a Sunday decades ago. 
 

Monday is Memorial Day.  I will be having two 
Masses that day, as normal, first at 7:30 at St. Maryõs in 
New Trier, and then at 8:30 at St. Mathias in Hampton.  
Weather permitting, I will make a visit to the 
cemeteries at each parish and have a short blessing 
service there.  This Memorial Day happens to be the 
Feast of the Visitation as well, so we will be 
celebrating that feast, but we will pray for the dead and 
for our country as well.  Most of us observe Memorial 
Day in some fashion, other than going to some 
òMemorial Day Weekend Blowout Sale!ó at a mall or 
car dealer.  Many people visit a cemetery and spend 
some time with their families as well.  We honor all our 
dead, but especially those who have served our country 
or community in some way.  In the past I have had 
quite a few burials at Fort Snelling National Cemetery.  
It is impressive to see where the thousands upon 
thousands of soldiers and their family members are 
buried.  òBetween the crosses, row on rowó (from the 
poem, Flanders Field) comes to mind as one gazes at 
the markers standing in precise military formation.  
Some newer ones are decorated with flowers or flags, 
and everyone will find someone we know buried there, 
someone who served in the military, someone who 
helped in some small way to shape our national and 
personal history.  And perhaps finally thatõs what my 
attraction is to cemeteries ð the histories of the people 
buried there, the relationships with people still living, 
and how we are all connected in the ages old history of 
relationship with our God whose breath came into us 
and was eventually withdrawn, and then welcomes our 
tired and broken bodies, renewing us a final time. 
 

There are times we feel especially close to the dead.  
In cemeteries significant to us, and even those that are 

not, we might find  peace and a sense of the sacred. A 
cemetery is the bit of the earth to which we return.  
We are dust and to dust we shall return.  Our bodies 
are living clay, the Spirit of God breathed into us.  We 
are gathered into a cemetery, rather than strewn about, 
to continue to be with the community of the faithful.  
It is there that people can visit, and sense that 
closeness to us once again. 
 

A religious cemetery is more than a place to bury the 
dead.  It is our Church community members who have 
died gathered together there.  It is the Church gathered 
there, and it makes sense for us to pray with and for 
them, and to ask them to pray for us.  Early Christians, 
understanding the victory Jesus had over death 
through His resurrection, often celebrated the 
Eucharist in cemeteries over of the grave of a martyr.  It 
made sense to  celebrate the death and resurrection of 
Jesus, which we commemorate in the Eucharist, at spot 
where someone already had shared in that death and 
now the resurrection.  For this reason, to this day, we 
have relics of saints in our altar. 
 

The parishes of St. Maryõs, St. Mathias and St. John the 
Baptist will be assigned on of the newly ordained as a 
parochial vicar (aka  Associate Pastor).  The 
ordinations are Saturday, May 29th at 10:00 ð just 
before many of you will read this column.  As I write it 
at noon on Wednesday the 26th, Iõm anxiously awaiting 
the call to find out which of the seven to be ordained it 
will be.  Part of the experience the Archdiocese hopes a 
newly ordained will receive is to live in a rectory with 
an experienced pastor, so he will live in Vermillion 
with me.  We will move a few things around to create a 
comfortable living space for him.  I hope we will be 
able to have an introductory article about him in one of 
the next two bulletins.  As all five parishes do some 
things together, I trust you will all get to meet him in the 
coming months.  We will plan simple receptions in each 
of the three parishes after he arrives around June 15th.
