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In several of our parishes we will be holding 
the Global Solidarity Collection this Sunday.  
It was scheduled for June 6th, to coincide 
with the feast of the Body and Blood of 
Christ, but it conflicted with some of our 
baccalaureate celebrations.  The collection fit 
nicely with last weekõs feast, in the sense that 
as the one, united Body of Christ.  As such, 
we need to help all our members, for if one is honored, all 
are honored, and if one is hurting, all are hurting.  In the 
past we have had a number of mission collections 
throughout the year ð for Catholic Relief Services, for the 
Church in Latin America, the Caribbean, and in Africa, 
and in the last twenty years, for the Church in Central and 
Eastern Europe. Having all these separate collections 
became a burden, so the Archdiocese has reduced and 
consolidated these particular collections into a single one 
called òThe Global Solidarity Sunday Collection.ó  It is very 
Catholic (the word means universal) to understand that 
the Church is more than ourselves, our parish, or our 
country.  The language the Church uses to talk about this 
is to be in solidarity with one another ð rich and poor, east 
and west, north and south.  We are all called to be 
missionary.  It is not something just for a few who go to 
other countries, enter deep jungles and bring the message 
of Christ to people who have never heard of it.  Although 
we have had great missionaries in every country ð for the 
message of the Resurrection had to go out from Jerusalem 
to Judea, Samaria and to the ends of the earth -- we 
continue our missionary work everywhere.  From youth 
mission trips to collections, drives for Appalachia and 
clothing drives for the inner city, we continue to do 
missionary work.  There are parts of the United States 
where Christianity is a minority religion, and even where 
belief in a God at all is steadily eroding. To be a disciple of 
Christ will ultimately propel us to be missionary.  Please 

be generous in the collection. 
 

You may have seen an article about changes in the 
translation of the Order of the Mass. This is will bring 
about some changes to some prayers and responses at 
Mass.  I recall writing about this four years ago, but now it 
is coming, and will likely be part of our liturgy in 
December of 2011.  We will need to do some education 
before this is part of our liturgy, and that is a real 
opportunity for us to understand the Mass better.  The 
changes will involve different responses, changes to the 
wording of the Gloria, Confiteor and Creed among other 
things.  Even òThe Lord be with you.ó will have a new 
response: òAnd with your Spirit.ó  Those of you who 
remember the Latin Mass will recall that is what we said 
then, albeit in Latin.  The Mass will not have changes in its 
order or language ð it will still be in English, still have the 
same shape.  However, around the world the translation 
will be more faithful to the definitive Latin-language 
missal, include a bit more theological terminology, and 
strengthen some scriptural metaphors in the text, 
according to Fr. Richard Hilgartner, the associate director 
the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops 
Secretariat for Divine Worship.  As the training is held in 
the parishes in the next year, I hope you take advantage of 
the opportunities to learn much more about our central 
act of worship, the Mass.  Practically speaking, it will take 
most of us several months of reading some things that we 
have been reciting from memory, getting our tongues 
around the words, and then we will settle in again.  In the 
meantime, saying the same thing in different words might 
give us new insights to what we profess. 
 

Fr. Paul Kubista will be moving into the rectory in 
Vermillion with me on Monday, June 14th, and beginning 
ministry in our three parishes the next day.  Give him a 
warm welcome, and may we all be blessed by his 
presence!

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Decision Making in the Church 
Father Jay Kythe 

 

You have all heard much about the 
Archdiocesan Strategic Planning Process.  
We are at the point when the Taskforce, 
having taken information and proposals 
from us, are developing 

recommendations to be presented to the Archbishop 
next month.  Decisions will be communicated to 
everyone in the middle of October.  The weekend of 
October 16-17 is the big weekend, when the whole 
archdiocese will know what changes will take place. 
 

Some people believe that these decisions, as all 
decisions in the Church world, will simply be made  
top-down, that we shall all receive our marching orders 
and expected to be obedient.  Others advocate for a 
more democratic method, of taking polls and having a 
majority decide what to do.  Yet neither of these is 
entirely correct when we are referring to the Church.  
Our strategic planning process has truly been a 
dialogue between the archbishop and his staff with the 
people of God.  So what does such a significant 
decision making process look like in the Church?  How 
is this different from a civil model of decision making 
that we are all used to? 
 

The Church model advocates a discernment process 
rather than a democratic process.  This involves a 
prayerful examination of the situation and seeking 
Godõs will before our own.  A democratic process seeks 
our own will, and usually a majorityõs will, to make 
things happen.  A discernment process listens to the 
minority as well as the majority, and the majority 
position might actually be rejected.  For example, if we 
decided on our moral teachings by looking at the 
majority position, our Church would look rather 
different.  It would be in favor of cohabitation, 
abortion, contraception, alternative lifestyles, etc.  Yet 
the Church, in seeking Godõs will, shows us a different 
position oftentimes at odds with the society at large.  
Often the two donõt go together: the world is on a 
different course than the Kingdom of God.  And we 
must always be careful when we are tempted to let the 
values of the world influence the values of the Church.  
It must be the other way around: the values of the 
Church must influence the world around us.  But 
therein lies the struggle, doesnõt it? 
 

The mission of the Church must be our primary focus 
in our decision making process.  The mission of the 
Church is the same as the mission of Jesus Christ:  

to bring people to salvation.  All decisions in the 
Church should lead us closer to God.  And decision 
making process that involves discernment keeps this in 
the forefront.  The civil model is one of discussion-
concussion-percussion, of ideas and decisions 
smashing against each other to come up with 
something.  The Church model is one of dialogue-
reflection-contemplation.  All things are brought to the 
altar of God.  For example, one could argue that the 
election of a pope is a democratic civil process; the 
conclave takes ballots to select a pope.  Yet they bring 
all things to the altar of God and pray to the Holy 
Spirit to select a pope.  The ballot is simply a means to 
do this.  What if everyone in our country prayed a 
novena before Election Day?  Things would probably 
look different in our country. 
 

Finally, the civil model of decision making usually 
results in an event, a specific thing that might or might 
not be long lasting.  The Church model usually involves 
a change in our way of life.  For example, after eight 
years of work, changes in the translation of the Mass 
are coming.  Every decision to make a change in the 
Mass results in a change in our lifestyle, and this 
translation change will be a radical one. 
 

Changes are coming to our archdiocese, and every 
parish will be affected in some way.  Above all, we are 
challenged to deepen our faith, to keep our eyes fixed 
on the mission of the Church, and to try to see the big 
picture of our larger Church.   What does the reality of 
our larger Church mean for us?  Parochialism is not an 
option.  We must trust God, who gave us this Church 
to further the mission of Jesus Christ in the world.  
Whatever happens, He will take good care of us.
