Father Stan asked me to write more about 
myself and to give you a better idea of who I 
am.  I am fourth in a family of ten kids.  My 
parents, Tom and Ruby, still live in Eagan so Iõll 
try to get over there often.  Please keep my Dad 
in your prayers as his health is failing.  He has a 

neurological disease similar to Parkinsonõs.  I have a sister 
who lives in Eagan with her family and my other 5 siblings 
live in Wisconsin, Kansas, Virginia, and Maryland.  You 
may see them in church every now and again.  Three of my 
siblings have died: Rose (complications from Trisomy 18), 
Mary and Steve (car accident).   
 

I have had many experiences.  I worked at IBM mostly 
on computer chips, was town clerk for almost five years, 
taught religious ed for 7 years, involved in politics, and 
hobby farm organically.  I have two connections to this 
area from a work perspective.  I corn de-tassled in fields in 
the area.  I also worked for Green Giant on pea pack for 
three summers in college.  I have hobby farmed 
organically for a number of years and still am involved.  
This year I am raising soybeans, corn, and oats.  I like to 
do this because it is a challenge to work with nature and 
to grow quality crops, which when eaten can heal people.  
It is good prep to heal peopleõs souls.  I will tend to go 
there on my day off mostly in the summer.  It is refreshing 
because it allows me to get outside and be in nature, and 
at the same time to do something in which I accomplish 
something meaningful, to grow good food to feed humans 
or animals.  I think this farming background will help me 
relate better to you and the situations you deal with.   
 

Other things which I like to do include read books, 
especially religious.  I do like to spend time with family 
and friends; I especially like to talk with them about 
religion and politics.  These topics are important to me 
so feel free to talk about them with me anytime even 
while eating.   I think they help us better understand 
the human condition.  I like to keep up on what is 
going on in the world for the same reason.   

 

I like to cook and try to eat healthy.  In farming 
organically, I have learned over the years how 
important it is to put healthy things into our bodies.  
We are persons, both body and soul, and so how we 
treat and take care of out bodies affects our soul and 
vise versa.  We are called to be good stewards of both 
body and soul.  For mostly health reasons, I donõt eat 
sugar and try to eat organically (truly natural) and 
simply.  I am pleased if I have a hamburger which is 
raised by Thousand Hills of Cannon falls, steamed 
organic vegetables and organic rice.  Please donõt feel 
offended if I canõt eat something, I am only trying to 
avoid getting sick from something which my body 
canõt handle very well.  I like to drink non-alcoholic 
drinks like OõDoules amber and other imported brands.   
 

I am looking forward to being and working with you 
all.  If you have any ideas or suggestions for me, feel free 
to let me know.  If we want to grow and improve our 
parishes, we must work together.  I like to get 
feedback, both positive and negative, because it is the 
only way I can grow.  Please feel free to give it in a way 
you think best.  I think I have pretty thick skin.  
Sometimes the best way to get to know someone is to 
tell them they can be better even if it is tough for them 
to hear.  I want to learn and grow with you.   
 

I have had experience with 3 parishes working together.  
One of the most important things is always to look at the 
big picture.  We can ask the question, how does what I 
am doing here affect others in the other parishes and the 
broader church.  We want to foster greater unity and so 
when we think about things and plan things, this bigger 
local church should always be in our minds.     
 

Finally, please pray for Father Stan and myself, that we 
would be the instruments that God uses to bring others 
closer to him.  I will pray for you.  Never underestimate 
the power of prayers and the power of the little things 
we do in life.  Small things done with great love are 
multiplied by God.  God bless you.
