This weekend we celebrate the Feast of the 
Body and Blood of Christ, also known as 
Corpus Christi.  This was an important 
element in my conversion, for when I realized 
that Catholics believe in the Eucharist as 
being the very precious Body and Blood of the 
Savior, this was truly an amazing thing!  After 

making my first Holy Communion twenty years ago, I 
was so delighted to receive such an amazing gift that I 
began thinking very much about giving what (or whom) I 
have received.  This led me to consider the priesthood as a 
way that I could give this gift given for me.  The Real 
Presence of Christ in the Eucharist has helped me to grow 
in intimacy with the Savior of the world.  The Holy Mass 
is my greatest joy and consolation in my day.  Just 
consider: the Savior of the World comes to us under the 
appearance of mere bread and wine! 
 
 

In my eight years as a priest, I have worked to put these 
mediations into practice. I would like to offer some 
practical tips to help us appreciate this gift even more. 
 
 

First of all, I would like to encourage people to go to 
Eucharistic Adoration more often.  To sit and kneel 
before the Presence before us is a great way to realize 
Who this is before us.  This can help us to grow in 
intimacy with Jesus more and more, for He is the 
source of all mercy and grace.  Several of our parishes 
have Eucharistic Adoration scheduled, and I am 
planning to offer more extended weekly times in both 
my parishes very soon.  We need more people to pray 
and intercede for the needs of the parish, and 
Eucharistic Adoration is a great way of doing that. 
 

I want to encourage proper language about communion, 
for how we speak about something makes a difference in 
how we think about it.  So please do not refer to the 

Eucharistic elements (after the consecration) as òbreadó 
and òwineó but use words such as òHostó, òCup/Chaliceó, 
òBodyó, òBloodó, etc.  These words represent the reality of 
what we really receive at Mass. 
 

Sometimes people wonder about receiving communion 
from the cup, and they are shocked to find a small 
piece of the Host floating in the priestõs chalice!  Please 
note, this isnõt left over from a previous person who 
received from the chalice before you!  The priest 
actually puts in a small fragment of the Host into the 
chalice during the Lamb of God.  As he does this, he 
prays silently, òMay this mingling of the body and 
blood of our Lord Jesus Christ bring eternal life to us 
who receive it.ó  We all recognize that death is a 
separation of the body and blood, while life is a joining 
together of both elements.  So this commingling is for 
the sake of eternal life, as said in the prayer.  If you see 
a small fragment of the Host floating in the Precious 
Blood, donõt worry! 
 

Lately I have noticed that people have been chewing gum 
during Mass.  Please donõt do this!  Consider how 
inappropriate it is to come up the communion line 
chewing gum, just seconds before you are going to receive 
the Lord of all Creation.  So please donõt chew gum during 
Mass, and perhaps it is best to keep the Communion fast 
here: no food for one hour prior to receiving Holy 
Communion at Mass (excludes water and medicine).  The 
Church asks for one hour as an immediate preparation for 
Mass, certainly not an impossible task. 
 

If you have special requirements for Mass, such as 
needing to receive only a small fragment of the Host or 
perhaps low-gluten hosts, please let the priest know 
(best before Mass so he can be prepared for you). 
 

May you have a blessed Feast of the Body and Blood of the Lord!

The last project I 
worked on before entering the seminary was the 
processor in the Sony Playstation 3.  While working at 
IBM, I enjoyed hobby farming organically, teaching 
faith formation and other parish activities, being 
township clerk, and spending time with family and 
friends.  Through prayer and talking with priests, 
family, and friends I felt that God was calling me to the 
priesthood so I entered seminary.  I spent 6 years in 
formation and studies at the St. Paul Seminary in  
St. Paul Minnesota.  I was ordained to the priesthood 
on May 29th 2010 for the Archdiocese of St. Paul and 
Minneapolis.  I am looking forward to meeting and 
getting to know all of you!  God bless you.

You 
can find that online at http://thecatholicspirit.com and 
search for Paul Kubista.  Iõll add that while working at 
IBM in Rochester and living at the family farm near 
Kenyon, he attended a three-parish cluster and 
understands how that can work.  I anticipate learning 
from him as he learns from me.  I also got to meet his 
family last Sunday after his Mass of Thanksgiving.  The 
oldest two (a girl and a boy) both attended West 
Point.  The third attended the Naval Academy at 
Annapolis.  All the others appear to be really fine 
people as well.  I look forward to the help, but also 
simply to getting to know this man.  Together, and 
together with you, we will do what we can to enhance 
the Church throughout this whole area. 
 

I know that Fr. Kythe has written an article about the 
Real Presence, celebrating our great Eucharistic feast 
this weekend.  So let me just write a few words about 

something less universal and magnificent, but still 
something that is touching many people this week: 
graduation. 
 

Graduation from any school means a series of  
good-byes and hellos.  We remember each other as we 
were then.  I can name everyone in my graduation class 
of grade school and high school, but many of them I 
have not seen since then.  So I remember them as they 
were then, and if they remember me, it would be as I 
was then.  This tells me that what I do at any time of 
my life is important, because that is how I will be 
remembered by someone.  For those of you graduating, 
know this: it is almost impossible that everyone in your 
class would ever be gathered together again.  You will 
have reunions, but someone will miss because they live 
too far away, are too busy, have more important 
priorities, would find it too painful, or simply arenõt 
interested.  And then the day will come when the first 
graduate dies, and then the chances of being together 
on earth are over.  As you graduate, here is some advice: 
 

 1.  Youth is not meant for pleasure, but for heroism. 
 2.  Wasted time now does not come back later. 
 3.  The world is wonderful, and has many great days  
         in store for you. 
 4.  If you go to college, remember that it took you 12  
        years to pick your friends.  Give the people there at  
        least 12 days to become likely friends for you.  They  
        (and you) will make mistakes at first. 
 5.  If in college, or especially graduate school, do not  
        refuse food from any source whatsoever. 
 6.  It only seems like you can survive on Ramen  
        noodles alone for a semester. 
 7.  Every day you will need the courage to choose  
        Jesus over the world. 
 8.  Use your gifts, use your love, and know the peace  
         of Christ.  You are called to do something great,  
         even if  in an ordinary sort of way. 
 9.  The purpose of your training the first 18 years is to  
         get you through the next six months. 
  10.  You are always living in the present.  Donõt waste  
         time wishing you were older or younger.
