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While on my recent travels, I came across 
this story in a homily.  I had to search the 
Internet to find a written version of it, and I 
cannot verify its veracity, but the story itself 
touched me deeply: 

 

A young man entered the coach of a train in a small 
university town in France. The ink was scarcely dry on 
his newly acquired diploma. 
 

As the train sped off for Paris, he took his seat in the rear 
of the coach near an elderly gentleman who seemed to be 
dozing. As the train suddenly lurched, a string of rosary 
beads fell from his hand. The young man picked up the 
rosary and handed it to the elderly gentleman with the 
remark, "I presume you are praying, sir?" 
 

"You are right. I was praying." 
 

"I am surprised," said the young fellow, "that in this day 
and age there is someone who is still so benighted and 
superstitious. Our professors at the university do not 
believe in such things," and he proceeded to "enlighten" 
his elderly fellow-passenger. 
 

The old man expressed surprise and amazement. 
 

"Yes," continued the young man, "today enlightened 
people don't believe in such nonsense." 
 

"You don't say!" replied the old man. 
 

"Yes, sir, and if you wish, I can send you some 
illuminating books." 
 

"Very well," said the old man, preparing to leave as the 
train came to a stop. "You may send them to this 
address." He handed the young man a card, which read: 

Louis Pasteur 
Director of the Institute of Scientific Research 
Paris 

[Story reported in Key To Happiness, October 1986] 
 

I found many essays online that spoke of his faith. 
Although all these pious sentiments about Pasteur may in 
fact be aprocryphal, in them we can see that science and 
religion are not made to be mutually exclusive.  In one 
place, the following words are attributed to him: when 
asked how he could remain a believer, he said, òIt is just 
because I have thought and sought so much that I believe 
with the faith of a Breton peasant.ó  Above the entrance of 
his chapel-tomb and beneath the words òHere lies 
Pasteur,ó it is written: òHappy the man who bears within 
him a divinity, an ideal of beauty and obeys it; an ideal of 
art, an ideal of science, an ideal of country, an ideal of the 
virtues of the Gospel.ó  This quote comes from the speech 
of Littr®, which goes on to state: òThese are the living 
springs of great thoughts and great actions.  Everything 
grows clear in the reflections from the infinite.ó  This great 
French chemist and microbiologist lived in the late 19th 
century and made great breakthroughs in the causes and 
prevention of disease, most especially for his invention of 
a method to stop milk and wine from causing sickness, 
a process that came to be called pasteurization.  And 
he believed that the more he delved into the scientific 
world, the more he found and believed in God as the 
Creator of it all. 
 

The Creator has designed creation to have His 
fingerprints all over it; but this is only revealed to those 
who first believe, believers who must first be childlike to 
see it.

July 4th always made me panic just a bit, because it told me 
summer vacation was already one-third over.  When I was a 
child, time was measured in different ways for me than it is 
now.  As my sister once reflected in an essay, our summers 
were measured by the ripening of strawberries, the three 
crops of hay, a trip to the Excelsior Amusement Park (free 
rides for good grades!) and the church picnic, a chicken 
dinner held on the 4th Sunday of July.  The times between were filled with 
endless variations of baseball, with almost no organized games.  We threw 
the ball off the barn roof, and off its sides, aiming for the gaps between the 
boards in search for something needing a running catch.  My brother had 
invented a baseball game using cards, and we played whole seasons of 
that, keeping statistics.  Now 40 years later, someone is still the guardian 
of those records. 
 

What we do with our time matters.  But it doesnõt have to be a constant 
flurry of activity.  We need to dream, too, and sometimes just watch some 
clouds go by, especially when we are children.  It isnõt bad to be bored 
now and then.  It might let us be a bit creative in how we respond to that.  
Constant stimulation isnõt all good.  We need time to get comfortable 
with ourselves, to have the quiet that lets us begin to hear and distinguish 
the voice of God.  We need to read ð that can take us anywhere in the 
world.  We need to pray, we need to watch nature.  Again as my sister 
wrote, while she had a page of a calendar as she grew up, her children had 
day planners.  Instead of seizing the day, the day (and hours, and minutes) 
seized them. It seems the great American sin is to not be busy.  Just ask 
people how their family is, and many will respond, òbusy.ó  If we donõt 
take the time to rest and reflect (there is a difference between that and 
lazing about watching TV or playing video games) we will miss an 
important part of being a human.  Take some hours to be with God and 
yourself.  You might find you have some things to talk about. 
 

One final call for junior high students interested in going to a Christian 
Camp experience called Summer Fest.  It doesnõt have a lake or canoes or 
craft making.  It does have lots of new friends to make, great music, fun 
activities, and talks that will make you think.  They have some financial 
aid to help you, driving the cost of a five day camp from $350 down to 
$200.  July 26-30.   Call Fr. Stan a.s.a.p.  Fr. Stan will be with them on the 
26th and 27th, and they will be with other counselors after that. 
 

Also, I will be joining the high school students on their outing to Bridging, 
Inc and the following fun activities on Monday, July 12.  See Timõs column 
for more information. 
 

Last week marked one year that I have ministered in the area.  Thank you 
for your acceptance of me, and providing me with the opportunities to 
express Godõs love for you.  I hope to be here for some time yet.  In these 
upcoming years I will continue to challenge you to live your lives more 
deeply, to accept the reconciliation that Jesus offers you, and to live your 
faith in more and more generous ways.  I think the more we realize our 
dependence on God the more we are willing to part with, and the more 
freedom we will actually feel in our lives.  Letõs continue to walk through 
this Mystery together.
