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The week of July 25 begins Natural 
Family Planning Awareness Week.  I 
usually donõt write about this topic in the 
bulletin, but it keeps coming to my mind 
as a subject that is often misunderstood, 
and I thought it might help if I described 
how I usually talk to couples about it.  Iõm 
sure some people will find it too old-fashioned, too 
flippant, or believe I donõt go far enough in promoting 
it.  But I have found this approach somewhat effective, 
so here goes.  First, some background:  
Natural Family Planning (NFP) òis an umbrella term 
for certain methods used to achieve and avoid 
pregnancies. These methods are based on observation 
of the naturally occurring signs and symptoms of the 
fertile and infertile phases of a woman's menstrual 
cycle. Couples using NFP to avoid pregnancy abstain 
from intercourse and genital contact during the fertile 
phase of the woman's cycle. No drugs, devices, or 
surgical procedures are used to avoid pregnancy.  
NFP reflects the dignity of the human person within 
the context of marriage and family life, promotes 
openness to life, and recognizes the value of the child. 
By respecting the love-giving and life-giving natures of 
marriage, NFP can enrich the bond between husband 
and wife.ó  (From Standards for Diocesan Natural Family 
Planning Ministry, p. 23) Used with permission from the NFP

My usual discussion about NFP is with couples before 
marriage.  Most couples know very little about it prior 
to a pre-marriage weekend.  I say, òYou may have heard 
the Catholic Church is against birth control.  Actually, 
we are concerned about various forms of birth control, 
for example, abortion.ó  The couples all understand 
that abortion as birth control is quite heinous.  I 
continue to by saying that some other forms of birth 
control are really morning-after abortificents; they are 
designed to discharge a fetus, a human life, in its 
earliest stages.  Then I note that really, the church 
wants people to be open to having children, that such 
openness is actually part of the consent just before the 
vows are taken in the marriage ceremony.  In order to 
be true to the vows, we should be open to how God 
works in our lives.  That said, there may be times we 
want to make conception more or less likely, and the 
method of family planning that is consistent with 
Church teaching is called Natural Family Planning.   It 
is more than the rhythm method, as it takes into 

account a number of different measures about fertility.  
These methods can be learned in a class (here I give 
them some brochures). There are various approaches to 
it that go by names such as the Billings Ovulation 
Method, NaProTechnology and others.  
 

Then I say, òhere is what I like about it.  First, it is 
natural.  There arenõt any drugs, there are not possible 
medical surprises down the line that could be the effect 
of long-term use of a drug.  It is green: we arenõt 
running more chemicals into the water supply.  It 
places the responsibility on both people: it isnõt about 
one person taking a pill or another having a surgery.  It 
forces the couple to communicate, to get into 
conversations about what they really want in life.  It is 
virtually cost-free.  And, if a couple wishes to delay a 
pregnancy for some reason, then during those 7 to 10 
days a month when one way of expressing love would 
be postponed, you need to find other ways of 
expressing love.  That might be a card, a special meal, 
or a call letting the other know you are thinking of 
them and looking forward to a future day.   It is 
romantic.  It is completely in line with Catholic 
teaching.  Couples who practice it report having a 
richer life, and have a lower divorce rate. I conclude by 
saying, òso it really isnõt just some weird medieval idea.ó 
 
I will be away with my priest support group Monday ð 
Wednesday this week.  See you soon.
