For 
your information, I am publishing the first 
Thanksgiving Proclamation by President 
George Washington: 
By the President of the United States of America, 

a Proclamation. 
 
 
 

Whereas it is the duty of all Nations to acknowledge the 
providence of Almighty God, to obey his will, to be grateful for his 

benefits, and humbly to implore his protection and favor-- and 
whereas both Houses of Congress have by their joint Committee 
requested me to recommend to the People of the United States a day 
of public thanksgiving and prayer to be observed by acknowledging 
with grateful hearts the many signal favors of Almighty God 

especially by affording them an opportunity peaceably to 
establish a form of government for their safety and happiness. 

 
 

Now therefore I do recommend and assign Thursday the 26th day 
of November next to be devoted by the People of these States to 

the service of that great and glorious Being, who is the beneficent 
Author of all the good that was, that is, or that will be-- That we 
may then all unite in rendering unto him our sincere and humble 

thanks--for his kind care and protection of the People of this 
Country previous to their becoming a Nation--for the signal and 

manifold mercies, and the favorable interpositions of his 
Providence which we experienced in the course and conclusion of 

the late war--for the great degree of tranquility, union, and 
plenty, which we have since enjoyed--for the peaceable and 

rational manner, in which we have been enabled to establish 
constitutions of government for our safety and happiness, and 

particularly the national One now lately instituted--for the civil 
and religious liberty with which we are blessed; and the means we 

have of acquiring and diffusing useful knowledge; and in general 
for all the great and various favors which he  

hath been pleased to confer upon us. 
 

and also that we may then unite in most humbly offering our 
prayers and supplications to the great Lord and Ruler of Nations 
and beseech him to pardon our national and other transgressions

-- to enable us all, whether in public or private stations, to 
perform our several and relative duties properly and punctually--
to render our national government a blessing to all the people, by 
constantly being a Government of wise, just, and constitutional 
laws, discreetly and faithfully executed and obeyed--to protect 
and guide all Sovereigns and Nations (especially such as have 

shown kindness unto us) and to bless them with good government, 
peace, and concord--To promote the knowledge and practice of 
true religion and virtue, and the increase of science among them 
and us--and generally to grant unto all Mankind such a degree of 

temporal prosperity as he alone knows to be best. 
Given under my hand at the City of New York the third day of 

October in the year of our Lord 1789.

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Thanksgiving Homily 
Jesus on his pilgrim journey to 
Jerusalem cures ten lepers. 
The Pilgrims who sailed to this 
country aboard the Mayflower were 
originally members of the English 

Separatist Church. They had earlier fled their home in 
England and sailed to Holland to escape religious 
persecution. They enjoyed more religious tolerance 
there, but they eventually became disenchanted with 
the Dutch way of life, thinking it ungodly. Seeking a 
better life, the Separatists negotiated with a London 
stock company to finance a pilgrimage to America. 
Most of those making the trip aboard the Mayflower 
were non-Separatists, but were hired to protect the 
company's interests. Only about one-third of the 
original colonists were Separatists. 
 

The Pilgrims set ground at Plymouth Rock on 
December 11, 1620. Their first winter was devastating. 
At the beginning of the following fall, they had lost 46 
of the original 102 who sailed on the Mayflower. But 
the harvest of 1621 was a bountiful one. And the 
remaining colonists decided to celebrate with a feast -- 
including 91 Native Americans who had helped the 
Pilgrims survive their first year. It is believed that the 
Pilgrims would not have made it through the year 
without the help of the natives. The feast was more of a 
traditional English harvest festival than a true 
"thanksgiving" observance. It lasted three days.  
Governor William Bradford sent "four men fowling" 
after wild ducks and geese. It is not certain that wild 
turkey was part of their feast. However, it is certain 
that they had venison. The term "turkey" was used by 
the Pilgrims to mean any sort of wild fowl. òAnd now, 
bless the God of all, who has done wondrous things on earth.ó  
 

This "thanksgiving" feast was not repeated the 
following year. But in 1623, during a severe drought, the 
pilgrims gathered in a prayer service, praying for rain. 
When a long, steady rain followed the very next day, 
Governor Bradford proclaimed another day of 
Thanksgiving, again inviting their Indian friends. 
 òLord, it is good to give thanks to you, to praise your name.ó 
 

It wasn't until June of 1676 that another Day of 
Thanksgiving was proclaimed. On June 20, 1676, the 
governing council of Charlestown, Massachusetts, held 
a meeting to determine how best to express thanks for 
the good fortune that had seen their community 
securely established. By unanimous vote they 
instructed Edward Rawson, the clerk, to proclaim June 
29 as a day of thanksgiving. It is notable that this 
thanksgiving celebration probably did not include the 

Indians, as the celebration was meant partly to be in 
recognition of the colonists' recent victory over the 
òheathen natives.ó òI give thanks to my God always on your 
account for the grace God bestowed on you in Christ Jesus.ó 
 

October of 1777 marked the first time that all 13 
colonies joined in a thanksgiving celebration. It also 
commemorated the patriotic victory over the British at 
Saratoga. But it was a one-time affair. George Washington 
proclaimed a National Day of Thanksgiving in 1789, 
although some were opposed to it.  There was discord 
among the colonies, many feeling the hardships of a 
few Pilgrims did not warrant a national holiday. And 
later, President Thomas Jefferson scoffed at the idea of 
having a day of thanksgiving.   òWhere are the other nine?  
Has none but this foreigner returned to give thanks to God?ó 
 

It was magazine editor Sarah Josepha Haleõs efforts 
that eventually led to what we recognize as Thanksgiving. 
Hale wrote many editorials championing her cause. 
Finally, after a 40-year campaign of writing editorials 
and letters to governors and presidents, Hale's 
obsession became a reality when, in 1863, President 
Lincoln proclaimed the last Thursday in November as a 
national day of Thanksgiving. Thanksgiving was 
proclaimed by every president after Lincoln. òAnd one of 
them, realizing he had been healed, returned, glorifying God in a 
loud voice; and fell at the feet of Jesus and thanked him.ó 
 

Just as the pilgrims gathered with the Native 
Americans to share a meal in thanksgiving almost four 
hundred years ago, we as the pilgrim Church on Earth 
gather together to share a sacred meal in thanksgiving, 
a tradition of almost two thousand years.  Another 
word for Thanksgiving is Eucharist.  Partaking in this 
banquet, feasting on the Body and Blood of Christ, 
heals the leprosy of the spirit.  And when realize we 
have been healed, we give praise and thanks to God for 
all the graces that God has bestowed on us.  So let us 
reflect on these graces and give thanks. 
 

Thank you, Lord, for all that you have given and for all that you 
have taken from us.  Thank you, Lord, for all togetherness in our 
lives, for our family and friends who have supported us in so many 
ways. Thank you, Lord, for the gift of solitude, for the moments 
when we have been alone and had time to think and dream and 
pray.  Thank you, Lord, for all the new beginnings of our lives and 
for all the endings. Thank you, Lord, for all the contrasts of our 
lives:  for the times of  overwhelming joy and piercing sorrow, for 
the times of solid faith and wavering questioning, for the ordinary 
days when we have sensed you with us, for the troubled days when 
we have sought you even more. May we be mindful this day of all 
the blessings that are ours. May we take the time to count them 
one by one..ñTB
